Luke 14:28-33

¢ We must consider what it will cost us to surrender to Jesus
e We must be willing to surrender anything, to pay any cost to follow Jesus

Mark 10:17-31

e Though we are called to give up everything, God tells us that he will give us one hundred
times as much.

e God gives us family in the church, meaning and purpose, eternal life, an answer to the
deepest questions in life and more.

Matthew 25:31-46

e A part of being a disciple is about loving the poor
¢ When we love the poor, we love God

Mark 1:16-20

e Being a disciple is all about helping other people follow Jesus.

e We become “fishers of men” when we become disciples.

e Being a ‘fisher of men’ is all about learning to “Fish for people.” This is all about spreading
the gospel of Jesus.

e Practically speaking, it means loving people into belief- befriending people, talking about
faith, not arguing people into the faith- but loving them, letting them into your life, caring
for them and eventually inviting them to learn more about the gospel of Jesus

Matthew 28:18-20

e There is a very practical aspect to spreading the gospel- it is called evangelism- sharing
our faith.
e We need to be in the habit of inviting people to church and into our lives
